Benchmark

The FNB Namibia Money Market Fund is suitable for investors seeking a low
risk investment that maximises income. It offers a high income yield, capital
stability and good liquidity.

Annual CPI inflation increased slightly in January coming in at 2.7% (January
2020: 2.1%) for Namibia, while declining in South Africa to 3.2% (January
2020: 4.5%).

A rising oil price (40% up, year-to-date) and faster than originally anticipated
vaccine rollouts have spurred global inflation fears. 10-year US treasury
yields increased from 1.08% to 1.42%, EM bonds weakened, with South
Africa’s curve rising almost 100bpts, during the month.

The South African money market curve gently followed the bond curve, with
12-month Jibar pricing up from 4.23% to 4.44% (3-month Jibar unchanged at
3.64%), while in Namibia the entire money market curve lifted by 20bpts.

The fund remains defensively positioned with a high level of liquidity.
