Despite having passed their expected peaks, global and local inflation figures

remain sticky and cooling-off may take longer than markets have initially

anticipated. Namibian annual inflation slowed to 7.1% in September (September

2021: 3.5%), from 7.3% in August. South African annual headline CPI came in at

7.5% (September 2021: 5.0%), mainly driven by the continuous increase in

transport and food prices.

The bank of Namibia has followed the SARB (and Federal Reserve) with a second

consecutive 75bpts hike, increasing the repo rate to 6.25%, during October. We

expect the three central banks to raise their respective rates by another 75bpts

during November. 

South Africa’s money market curve has flattened throughout the month, with long

rates decreasing. The Namibian money curve steepened further, with the longer

end lifting -particularly in the Treasury-Bill market.
