The fund invests

primarily with the four major banking groups in Namibia, the five major banking 

groups in South Africa, Nampost Namibia and the Namibian,- and South

African governments. Securities to be included in the portfolio consist of

money market instruments, participatory interests in unit trust schemes, bank

call and fixed deposits, fixed income securities, government bills and bonds,

quality commercial paper and repurchase agreements.

July regional headline inflation continues to follow the global trend up, coming at

6.8% for Namibia (July 2021: 4.0%) and at 7.8% for South Africa (July 2021: 4.6%),

mainly driven by a continuous increase in transport and food prices.

In its August meeting, the Bank of Namibia hiked the Repo Rate by a further 75bpts

to 5.50%, following the South African Reserve and US Federal Reserve, in its bold

stand to curb rising inflation, with further rate hikes to be expected.

The Namibian Money Market curve lifted and flattened, with the 3-month tenor

rising by 52bpts (to 5.91%) and the 12-month tenor lifting by 32bpts (7.97%). The

South African money market curve steepened with 12-month NCD rates picking up

15bpts, to 7.90%. Namibian Treasury-Bills keep on offering value, coming in above

8.00% in the 9-12 month space.

The fund is continuously making use of the higher reinvestment rates, with yields

gradually moving up.
