Benchmark

The FNB Namibia Money Market Fund is suitable for investors seeking a low

risk investment that maximises income. It offers a high income yield, capital

stability and good liquidity.

Annual CPI inflation figures have peaked in December for 2021, coming in at

5.9% for South Africa and at 4.5% for Namibia. The South African Reserve

Bank has hiked its repo rate by a second 25bpts to 4.00% at the end of

January and prepared the market for further gradual increases throughout

the year. The Bank of Namibia is expected to follow suit in February.

The Namibian NCD curve steepened further during the month, with the 12-

month average rate lifting by 10bpts to 5.79%, and Treasury-Bills trading

unchanged. In South Africa the NCD curve shifted up parallel by

approximately 30bpts, while the Treasury-Bill curve flattened, with 12-month

rates coming down by 20bpts.

Given the fund’s duration profile we expect a continuous pass-through effect

from rate hikes and gradual increase in yield going forward.
